While MLHS has hosted 

foreign exchange students from 

many countries over the years, this 

is the first year that we have actively 

recruited students to our program.  

    In February, 2006 Manitowoc 

Lutheran was approved by the Bu-

reau of Citizenship and Immigration 

Services. As a result, MLHS is au-

thorized through the Student and 

Exchange Visitor Exchange Pro-

gram (SEVIS) to register and enroll inter-

national students apart from an estab-

lished foreign 

exchange pro-

gram. Most of 

our students 

come to Manito-

woc Lutheran 

on a F-1 visa.  

   At present, we 

have nine stu-

dents: five 

from South 

Korea, three 

from China, 

and one from Germany. We welcome 

Danielle Oh who arrived January 14 

and will be a sophomore at MLHS. Our 

Korean students come to us from the 

Canaan Language Institute in Seoul, 

South Korea as well as other agencies. 

The Chinese students come to 

MLHS through the WELS 

CHOICE program. We work with 

ASSE as a source for our European 

students. 

    Host families are an important part 

of our ministry. Host families can 

host for the academic year, while 

interim families keep a student for a 

weekend or a short period when the 

need arises. This is an 

unique mission oppor-

tunity to share the 

message of Christ 

within your home.
